In Madagascar, a 1 ½ mile road and 1 ½ mile of fence has been 

built and a staff home, guard house, generator building and a few tool 
buildings have been constructed.  The transmitter building which will 
contain three 100,000 transmitters is almost completed.  Those 3 
transmitters will soon be shipped to Madagascar and from the diesel 
powered generators will send the broadcasts from the antennas that are 
also being built.  The towers are up and the wire will begin to be 
stretched in January 2009.  Three billion shortwave radios 
throughout the world will bring a potential listening audience of 
five billion listeners each day.  This will enable more people each 
day than at any time in history to hear the gospel of Christ.
